TLC Dénia makes transfers from either Alicante or Valencia  
Arrival details such as (date, time, place and flight number) are 
required at least two days before the arrival.

By Car 
You can rent your car directly at the airport. You have to take the 
motorway AP-7 until the exit 62 (Ondara/Denia)  
 
By Train/Bus 
Valencia: There will be a direct bus from the airport to the centre of 
Denia. You also have the option to take the metro from the airport to 
the centre of Valencia. There you can take the train to Gandia and 

for the rest (aprox. 30 
km) you can choose 
between bus and taxi. 
 
Alicante: There is a 
direct bus from the 
airport to Benidorm. 
From there you can 
take the train to 
Denia or another bus.  

The other option will be to take the bus from the airport to the centre 
of Alicante. From Alicante you can go to Denia by train. The train will 
leave near the Harbour (CAUTION: it is not the central train station, 
it is called “estacion de ferrocaril”) it is 10 minutes walk to the school 
and accommodation.

HOW TO ENROL 
 
Enrolment is easy. You can do it through our website, by telephone, 
fax or direct with the school. To reserve your course, please send 
the enrolment form (one for each student) together with a non-
returnable deposit of 100€ for course and 200€ course+ 
accommodation. (If you wish to book a private apartment please 
send 100 € + 25% of the accommodation fees). This deposit will be 
deducted from the total. Full payment must be paid at least two 
weeks before the start of the course.  
Please read the general conditions before applying for a course. 
 
 

Confirmation procedures: 
When we receive your enrolment form and your deposit, we send a 
confirmation letter and your invoice with the details of the services 
requested. 
Details of accommodation: We will send this 10 days before the 
course starts. In summer it may be a little less.  Please let us know 
where you wish us to send this information. If payments are not 
made in advance we cannot issue the accommodation address. 
Keep your receipts as it is necessary to present them on arrival. 
Extra payments: if there is an extra payment, it must be paid on the 
first day of the course. 
 

 
 
 
 

GENERAL CONDITIONS 
 
Registration will only be confirmed when we have received 100 € 
deposit for the course and 100 € for the accommodation (if you 
booked an apartment, please sent 25 % of the accommodation 
fees). 
The rest of the fees for the course and/or the accommodation must 
be received at least 21 days before the start of the course. The 
deposit is deducted from the overall fee. 
 
Groups are from 3-8 students. In the event that a group of a 
particular level is less than 3 students, the centre will offer the 
course but with a reduced number of lessons. For example: 3 - 8 
students 4 lessons, 2 students 3 lessons and 1 student 2 lessons.  
 
The minimum age required for our course is 17 except for those 
designed for younger pupils (6 to 16 years) and individual classes. 
 
The school will be closed for national holidays (fiestas) that are 
shown on the course dates on the calendar. These days are not 
refundable. In the event of a course being affected by two festival 
days, we increase the hours of classes to cover one of the missed 
days. 
 
 
 
 
 
CANCELLATIONS 
Cancellations must be notified in writing 21 days before the start of 
the course but 60€ will be withheld. 
20 days or less before the start of the course and 100€ will be 
deducted (or 200€ if accommodation has been reserved).  
To leave anytime after the first day of class: no refund at all. 
MODIFICATIONS 
If you have to change your course dates, the type of accommodation 
or some other element of the course we can postpone it, as long as 
it is in the same year and the same price. If this happens 15 days 
before the start of the course, there will be a further charge of 30€. 
INSURANCE 
The social security provides medical help for all citizens of the 
European Union, as long as they present the form E-111.
